PREFACE:

How to Use, Teach, the “Count to Five: Evangelize” Biblical Evangelism Training:

“Count to Five: Evangelize” is an easy to learn and easy to use Biblical method of evangelism. The training is entitled “Count to Five: Evangelize” because there are 5 simple steps involved in the method, in order to evangelize, or, Biblically preach, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ. Literally, if you can count to five – “1, 2, 3, 4, 5”- you can Biblically evangelize -  person to person, or, to multitudes at a time – the earth’s 7 billion inhabitants, heading to Hell, without the “1 Solution” that “Count to Five: Evangelize” Biblically presents.

Training Environment:

Over the years, we have found that “Count to Five: Evangelize” Biblical Evangelism Training is most beneficial for Biblical Christians, when taught and studied, if possible, in a group setting (i.e. family household, “church” assembly, Bible study among brethren, evangelism training for ministry, etc). Environments in which 2 or more people can study the training together are best because: (1) the disciples of our Lord Jesus Christ learned about Biblical evangelism from Christ in a group setting (Matthew 10, Luke 10) and then were sent out 2 by 2 to preach what they had learned (2) group settings afford participants the opportunity of interacting with the Holy Spirit, the Word of God, and the Biblical material being taught, with other believers; additionally, in such an environment, brethren can: ask questions about the training method; practice preaching the Gospel to each other in a peaceful and encouraging environment, before preaching to the world; pray together for those that they will preach to and for each other; encourage each other to continue spreading the Gospel, and give and hear uplifting Biblical testimonies of how the Lord is working by His Word and Spirit, in, and through, brethren participating in the training.
If it is impossible for you to study the “Count to Five: Evangelize” Biblical evangelism training manual with Biblical Christians, please, by all means, get your Bible, get the manual, and, prayerfully, begin to study, and practice the Biblical material that you learn. If you are living, Biblically, the Holy Spirit will join you, both in your studying, and in your preaching.
Your Biblical (or Lack of Biblical) Background

We also realize that some of you reading this manual might be Biblically mature Christians and preachers of the Gospel (if so, please continue to be used, by the Lord, to Biblically preach His Gospel in the Biblical Way that He has taught you; still, feel free to utilize whatever you find to be Biblically beneficial from “Count to Five: Evangelize”). Others may not yet be Biblical Christians (meaning, one who lives in complete obedience to the Lord Jesus Christ, according to the Word of God, the Bible), and have never shared the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ. While yet others of you might fall somewhere in between, both in maturity, and in Gospel preaching experience. Wherever you stand, we encourage you to go through the entire “Count to Five: Evangelize” Biblical Evangelism Training. The Scripture included in the manual will be a blessing to not only your evangelizing others with the Gospel, but also to your personal growth in the Lord.
Teaching “Count to Five: Evangelize”:
After you have prayerfully assembled people (or yourself), set a time, chosen a place, to daily/weekly study “Count to Five: Evangelize”, we encourage you to begin studying the training, faithfully, in the order that it appears in the manual, step by step, “line upon line”, “precept upon precept”, “here a little, there a little”. By the grace of our Lord, the training has been organized around 5 Biblical Gospel sharing steps: 2 Questions, 3 Commandments, 4 Consequences, 1 Solution, 5 Requirements. In the manual, each step is Biblically studied according to 3 categories: Purpose (what is the Biblical purpose of using the step in preaching the Gospel), Precedent (what is the Biblical precedent for the step, or, where is the step used in Scripture), Preaching (Scriptural examples and Scriptures from God’s Word showing how the particular step studied is used in spreading the Gospel to others, and also, importantly, in giving increased Biblical knowledge to us, to grow in the Lord, personally, as we proclaim Him to those that we meet. 
We have found that, when possible, “Count to Five: Evangelize” is most effective when taught/ studied in regular sessions with the following (or a similar) suggested order:

1. Corporate Prayer: (15 minutes)

2. Praising the Lord in Song: (5 minutes) 

3. Opening Prayer: (1 minute)

4. Greeting (1 minute)

5. Biblical Evangelism Exhortation from God’s Word (15 minutes)

6. Brief Overview of “Count to Five: Evangelize” (3 minutes)

7. Teaching of “Count to Five: Evangelize” step (15 minutes)

8. Demonstration of “Count to Five: Evangelize” (10 minutes)

9. Simulation of “Count to Five: Evangelize” (by training participants) (10 minutes)

10. Testimony (5 minutes)

11. Question and Answer (5 minutes)

12. Personal Prayer Requests (5 minutes)

13. Prayer for preaching (15 minutes)

14. Go, 2 by 2, to prayerfully designated place and preach the Gospel, with “Count to Five: Evangelize” preaching card (60+ minutes, or however long each one is able to, or led, to give our the Gospel, on a particular day)

After the teaching portion of a given training session is completed, it has proven invaluably beneficial for the teacher/trainer of the group to visually demonstrate the “Count to Five: Evangelize” to the group. The teacher assumes the role of a Biblical Christian sharing the Gospel with a non-Biblical Christian person (a training participant, pretending to be a person not living in obedience to Christ). With the training participant who is pretending to be and unbeliever, using the “Preaching Card” (given by the trainer to all training participants) the trainer reads, step by step, through the 5 steps of the “Count to Five: Evangelize preaching method, sharing or preaching the Gospel with the sinner. The “sinner” responds to each Biblical step, accordingly. 
After the “demonstration” is completed, the training participants are to turn to each other, and practice or “simulate” sharing the Gospel (going through all 5 steps of the preaching card) with each other, for approximately 5 minutes each. 

After the “simulation” period is over, (please see suggested order, above) participants may testify of Biblical experiences preaching the Gospel, ask Biblical questions concerning the training method and receive Biblical answers, voice any personal prayer requests, corporately pray for those that they will be preaching to, pair up 2 by 2 (it is advisable that men go 2 by 2 with men and witness to men whenever possible, and that women go 2 by 2 to speak with women whenever possible) and “preach the Gospel to every creature”. 
How to Biblically Begin:

According to the Lord Jesus Christ’s first recorded sermon (Matthew 4:17, Mark 1:14-15), the first necessary step to Biblically preaching the Gospel for people to repent of sin (Mark 1:14-15, Acts 20:21), put faith in the Lord Jesus Christ (Acts 20:21), believe and obey the Gospel (Mark 1:14-15, 2 Thessalonians 1:7-10), go and sin no more (John 8:11, 5:14), love Christ by keeping His Commandments and continuing in sin-free obedience to His Word (John 14:15, 8:30-36, Romans 6:1-2, 11, 18, 22), be filled with the Holy Spirit in order to receive Power from on High to preach (Acts 1:8, 14, 2:1-5, 14, 37-40; 10:44-46; 19:1-6; 1 Corinthians 14:2,4,5,14-15, 18, 39; Jude 20; Romans 8:26-28; Ephesians 6:18-19; Isaiah 28:11-12; Luke 11:9-13), and go into all the world and preach the Gospel to every creature (Mark 16:15), is, first, repenting of all sin, surrendering one’s life entirely to the Lord Jesus Christ, going and sinning no more, living for Him in loving sin-free obedient faith according to His Word, being Biblically baptized in water, being Biblically baptized with the Holy Spirit and receiving Power to live as a witness unto Christ, and going into all the world and preaching the Gospel to every creature, oneself. To do this, however, one must, first, Biblically do the following:

“Examine Yourself, Whether Ye Be in the Faith” (2 Corinthians 13:5):

· “This is the third time I am coming to you. In the mouth of two or three witnesses 
shall every word be established” (2 Corinthians 13:1)

· “But if he will not hear thee, then take with thee one or two more, that in the 
mouth of two or three witnesses every word shall be established” (Matthew 
18:16)

· “It is also written in your Law, that the Testimony of two men is true. I am one 
that beareth witness of Myself, and the Father that sent Me beareth witness of 
Me” (John 8:18)

· “One witness shall not rise up against a man for any iniquity, or for any sin, in 
any sin that he sinneth: at the mouth of two witnesses, or at the mouth of three 
witnesses, shall the matter be established” (Deuteronomy 19:15)

God’s Word teaches “in the mouth of two or three witnesses shall every word be established”. If two or three Scriptures, Words that God spoke through the mouths, or wrote through the letters, of His Son, Jesus Christ, His Old Testament prophets, His New Testament Apostles, studied in context, correctly interpreted, agree, or say the same thing, concerning a topic, what the Scriptures say concerning the topic can be established as a Biblical doctrine, teaching, or Truth, of God.

· “But your iniquities have separated between you and your God, and your sins 
have hid His Face from you, that He will not hear” (Isaiah 59:2)

· “He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. 

For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy the works 
of the devil” (1 John 3:8)

· “Jesus answered them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whosoever committeth sin 
is the servant of sin” (John 8:34)

· “Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye 
are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto 
righteousness?” (Romans 6:16)

· “The Son of man shall send forth His angels, and they shall gather out of His 
Kingdom all things that offend and them that do iniquity; and shall cast them into 
a furnace of fire: there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth” (Matthew 13:41-
42)

In the mouth of 5 witnesses, God’s Word Biblically establishes the following:

1. Having committed one or more sins separates the one who sins from God (Isaiah 59:2)

2. He that committeth (“committeth”, in Greek, is “poieo”, meaning, “to do or make one”) one or more sins is of the devil, not a “saved” or “born again” “Christian”, or of God (1 John 3:8)

3. Whoever chooses to commit (“do or make one”) one or more sins is the servant (“servant” in Greek is “doulos”, meaning “slave”) of sin, not a saved or born again Christian servant of the Lord Jesus Christ (John 8:34)

4. Whoever chooses to yield themselves as servants to sin, to obey sin one or more times, is the servant (“slave”) of sin unto death, not a saved or born again Christian servant of the Lord Jesus Christ (Romans 6:16)

5. When Christ returns, He will send His angels to take out of His Kingdom anyone that does iniquity (“iniquity” is singular, meaning “one sin”, not “more than one or many sins”), and cast them into the lake of fire, not welcome them (as “saved” or “born again” “Christians” who “made a few mistakes, but had said the sinner’s prayer, were baptized, were apostles, prophets, evangelists, pastors and teachers, read the Bible, and attended church) into Heaven (Matthew 13:41-42)

From the above references from God’s Word, we see, clearly, that anyone with one or more sins, currently in their life/on their conscience (meaning, they have not chosen to repent to God for the sins, turn away from and stop committing the sins, ask the Lord Jesus Christ to wash away the sins, believe that Jesus died on the cross for their sin and as raised from the dead, make a verbal confession/commitment to Christ to obey Him free from sin as their Lord, and go and sin no more) is not following the sinless Lord Jesus Christ, is not a Biblically defined “Christian”, and is headed for the lake of fire for eternity, as punishment for their sin.

· “What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin, that grace may abound? God 
forbid. How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer therein? 


(Romans 6:1-2)

· “Being then made free from sin, ye became the servants of righteousness” 
(Romans 6:18)

· “But now being made free from sin, and become servants to God, ye have your 
fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life. For the wages of sin is death; but 
the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord” (Romans 6:22-23)

· “Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for His Seed remaineth in him: 
and he cannot sin, because he is born of God” (1 John 3:9)

· “We know that whosoever is born of God sinneth not; but he that is begotten of 
God keepeth himself, and that wicked one toucheth him not” (1 John 5:18)

· “Whosoever abideth in Him sinneth not: whosoever sinneth hath not seen Him, 
neither known Him” (1 John 3:6)

· “She said, No man, Lord. And Jesus said unto her, Neither do I condemn thee: go 
and sin no more” (John 8:11)

· “Afterwards Jesus findeth him in the temple, and said unto him, Behold, thou art 
made whole: sin no more, lest a worse thing come unto thee” (John 5:14)

In the mouth of 8 witnesses, God’s Word Biblically establishes the following:

1. Biblically defined “Christians” (those Biblically following the Lord Jesus Christ, saved from sin and Hell) are “dead” (“necros”, in Greek, meaning “a corpse”) to sin, and do not live in sin any (not one second) longer (Romans 6:1-2). Those choosing to continue in one or more sins are not Biblically defined “Christians” (those Biblically following the Lord Jesus Christ, saved from sin and Hell), and are heading for eternal punishment in the lake of fire, for the sin that they refuse to stop committing.

2. Biblically defined “Christians” (those Biblically following the Lord Jesus Christ, saved from sin and Hell) are free (“liberated”) from sin , are no longer servants to sin, but have become servants to righteousness (Romans 6:18)

3. Biblically defined “Christians” (those Biblically following the Lord Jesus Christ, saved from sin and Hell), are now made free from sin through the Lord Jesus Christ, have become servants to righteousness, live lives out of which comes Biblical holiness, and receive as the end of their sin-free holy lives in Christ, everlasting life with Christ – because, the wages (“payment”) of sin is death (physical death: the cessation of the body, and the second death: eternal torment in the lake of fire, whether one previously repented from sin and put faith in Christ or not [Ezekiel 18:24, Jude 5-7, 2 Peter 2:20, Matthew 10:22, 24:12-13, 2 Timothy 2:19, James 2:19-20]), but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord (in context, one receives eternal life when one chooses to live free from all sin in Christ, and, thereby, obeys Jesus so that He is, in fact, the “Lord” (“Master”, “Controller”, in Greek) of every area, every moment, of their lives, instead of one professed with the mouth, but denied by sinful works (Titus 1:16, Matthew 15:8).

4. Whoever is Biblically born of God (a Biblically defined “Christian” , one choosing to Biblically follow the Lord Jesus Christ, free from sin, saved from sin and Hell), does not commit (“poieo”, in Greek, meaning “to do or make one”) sin. God’s Seed, “the Word of God” (Luke 8:11), remains in him (Psalm 119:11), and he chooses to continually obey that Word against satan’s temptation to sin (Matthew 4:1-11, 2 Corinthians 10:5-6, James 4:7), realizing  that if he chooses to continue living as a Biblical Christian, “born of God”, he cannot sin (if he chooses to commit one or more sin(s), he will be choosing to step out of his position as a Biblically defined sin-free Christian and follower of the sin-less Lord Jesus Christ [1 John 3:8-9, 5:18, Romans 6:1-2, 18, 22], step back into his former position as a Biblically-defined sinful follower of sinful satan [1 John 3:8, 2 Peter 2:20-22], and, again, head toward eternal punishment in the lake of fire, for his choice to  sin).

5. We are supposed to know that whoever is born of God (a Biblically defined “Christian” , one choosing to Biblically follow the Lord Jesus Christ, free from sin, saved from sin and Hell), does not sin, but keeps himself from sin, and satan does not touch him (Psalm 119:11, Exodus 20:20, 1 Corinthians 15:34, 1 Peter 4:1, James 4:7, Ephesians 4:27, 1 Peter 5:8, Revelation 12:7-11)

6. Whoever chooses to abide (“meno”, in Greek, meaning to “continue”, “remain in the same relation, state”) in (a Biblical relation ship with) sin-less Christ, does not sin. Whoever chooses to sin (though professing to be a Christian) has not Biblically seen, nor Biblically known, sin-less Christ (1 John 2:3)

7. After one confesses Jesus as “Lord” (“Master”, “Controller”), one is commanded by Jesus to “go and sin no more”. One who chooses to “go and sin some more” is choosing to no longer Biblically follow Jesus and His command for loving sin-free obedience (John 14;15, 21-24; Luke 6:46), but to instead returning to follow satan as a non-Christian sinner headed for eternal punishment in the lake of fire, for his choice to sin.

8. Jesus warns that one must “sin no more” or things worse than one has ever experienced will come upon one (Luke 16:19-31)

“Therefore be ye also ready: for in such an hour as ye think not the Son of Man cometh” (Matthew 24:44)

In light of Christ’s Soon Return to judge the world in righteousness, reward the righteous, and cast the wicked into the lake of fire for eternity, as you “examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith”, in preparation for “going into all the world and preaching the Gospel to every creature”, please soberly hear and obey the words of Paul the Apostle, and our Lord Jesus Christ:

“But I keep under my body, and bring it into subjection: lest that by any means, when I have preached to others, I myself should be a cast away” (1 Corinthians 9:27).

Biblical Preparation for Biblically Preaching with “Count to Five: Evangelize”:

After one has chosen to Biblically begin with Christ, and continue, as described above, it is important that one continues to follow the Biblical pattern of Christ, and the apostles that He out sent to continue His Work when He ascended into Heaven, concerning preparation for preaching, and preaching the Gospel, itself. Important things done by Christ (and, later, by His apostles), to prepare Him to preach, that we must do, are:

1. Do always the things that please the Father (John 8:29, Hebrews 4:15, 1 John 3:3)

2. Fast (Matthew 4:1-11; Matthew 17:14-21)

3. Pray (Mark 1:35, Luke 3:21-22, 6:12)

4. Study God’s Word (Luke 2:42-43, 46-47; 2 Timothy 2:15)

5. Have Holy Ghost come upon you, be Biblically filled with the Holy Ghost, live in the Power of the Spirit, be anointed by the Spirit of the Lord to preach, cast out devils and heal,  (Luke 3:21-22; 4:Matthew 4:1-2, 14; Luke 4:18, Acts 19:11-12)

Individual Training:
1. Daily, prayerfully, study the “Count to Five: Evangelize” preaching card.

2. Look up each Scripture reference listed on the card, and in the manual, and prayerfully study them, until you have a full understanding of their meaning, and importance to the training.

3. Memorize the 5 simple steps of the training.

4. Prayerfully target an area, group of people, person, to preach the Gospel to, with the “Count to Five: Evangelize” Biblical Evangelism Training method. 

5. Begin fasting, praying, preparing, to preach to targeted people or people in targeted area.

6. Go to the area, group of people, person, and preach the Gospel, with the “Count to Five: Evangelize” preaching card. Preach/ teach God’s Word to them, additionally, as they express openness to the Gospel, and as the Holy Spirit leads you to do so.

7. Set an attainable Biblical  (i.e. “1 person/week”, or “1 person/day”, etc) for weekly/daily preaching the Gospel to those that you meet, and faithfully preach, until the Lord Jesus returns.

Family/Group/Fellowship/Ministry/Church Training:

1. Prayerfully establish a time and place where the “Count to Five: Evangelize” Biblical Evangelism Training can be effectively studied, daily/weekly, without distraction, and put into consistent Biblical use.

2. Both as a group, and, individually, follow steps #1-6, above.

3. Prayerfully, subject to the Holy Spirit’s Biblical Leading, follow the suggested format below, for each group training session:

a. Opening Prayer: (1 minute)

b. Greeting (1 minute)

c. Brief Overview of “Count to Five: Evangelize” (5 minutes)

d. Biblical Evangelism Exhortation from God’s Word (5 minutes)

e. Teaching of “Count to Five: Evangelize” step (15 minutes)

f. Demonstration of “Count to Five: Evangelize” (10 minutes)

g. Simulation of “Count to Five: Evangelize” (by training participants) (10 minutes)

h. Question and Answer (10 minutes)

i. Testimony/Personal Prayer Requests (10 minutes)

j. Prayer for preaching (15 minutes)

k. Go, 2 by 2, to prayerfully designated place and preach the Gospel, with “Count to Five: Evangelize” preaching card (60+ minutes)

A.   Purpose of 1 Solution: Reveals God’s Biblical Will to save sinners 




 from sin and its consequence, through the 1 




 Solution that He offers (the Lord Jesus 




 Christ), if sinners choose to meet the 




 necessary conditions 

· Ezekiel 18:23, 31-32: The Lord has no pleasure in sinners’ 



   eternal death; He has pleasure in sinners 



   repenting and having eternal life

· 2 Peter 3:9: The Lord’s Will is for none to perish, all to repent

· 1 Timothy 2:3-4: The Lord’s Will is for all to be saved and to 


        come to the knowledge of the Truth

· John 3:16: God sent Jesus that whoever believes in Him (and 

         obeys Him) should not perish, but have eternal life


· Mark 16:15-16: Whoever believes the Gospel and is baptized 


     shall be saved (as long as they keep believing

· John 8:11: Jesus preached that after one 




verbally acknowledges His Lordship, one 


must “go and sin no more”

          verbal commitment to Christ, one 


          must: “work out your own

Thessalonians 5:17, Ephesians 6:18, Luke 18:1; 1 Timothy 4:13; 2 Timothy 2:15; John 8:30-36)
· You must go into all the world and preach the Gospel (“sin, righteousness, judgment”, “Christ’s Death, Burial, Resurrection,” “repentance toward God, faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ, continue in Christ’s Word, go and sin no more) to every person (Mark 16:15-20, John 16:7-11, 1 Corinthians 15:1-8, Acts 20:21, John 8:30-36, John 8:11, 5:14)

      sins, their righteousness shall not be mentioned; 


      if they die in sin they will be cast into the lake

sin, but alive to God, through our Lord Jesus 

Christ
· Romans 6:12: Biblical Christians choose to not let sin reign 

in their bodies, so that they obey sin through 

bodily lust
· Romans 6:13: To live as a Biblical Christian you cannot 


yield your bodies as instruments of 



unrighteousness to sin; but as a person alive 


from the dead, you must yield both, 



yourself, and your bodies, as instruments of 


righteousness, 
to God
· Romans 6:14: Biblical Christians do not allow sin to have 


dominion over them

· Romans 6:15: Biblical Christians do not use the Biblical 


fact that “we are not under the Law, but 


under grace” as an excuse for choosing to 


sin (because “the grace of God that bringeth 


salvation”, [to those who choose to live free 


from sin through the Lord Jesus Christ as 


Biblical Christians] “hath appeared to all 


men, teaching us that, denying ungodliness 


and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, 


righteously, and godly, in this present 


world” [Titus 2:11-12])

· Romans 6:17: Biblical Christians, in the past, were servants 

of sin; but Biblical Christians, in the present, 

obey from the heart the Biblical doctrine 


that was delivered to them in God’s Word

· Romans 6:18: Biblical Christians have been made free from 

sin, by believing and obeying the Lord Jesus 

Christ and His Word, and thereby have 


become servants of righteousness
· Romans 6:19: To be a Biblical Christian, as, in the past, 


you yielded your bodies as servants to sin, 


now, in the present, you must yield your 


bodies as servants to righteousness unto 


holiness (“sanctification”, “purity”, 



“freedom from sin”)

· Romans 6:22-23: Biblical Christians have been made free 


     from sin by believing and obeying the 


     Lord Jesus Christ and His Word, have   
  

     become servants to God (as opposed to, 


     in the past, being servants of satan 


    through sin [1 John 3:8]), live lives that 


    produce holiness (living free from sin) 


    which results in everlasting life; because 


    the wages (“payment”, result) of sin is 


    death (temporally, and eternally in the 


    lake of fire), but the gift of God, (in 


    Romans 6:22-23’s, and all of Romans’ 


    6:1-23’s, context, of “being made free 


    from sin” [6:7,18, 22], being “dead to sin” 

    [6:1-2, 11]) is eternal life through Jesus 


    Christ our Lord
· Exodus 20:20: You must keep the fear of the Lord (“the 


fear of the Lord is to hate evil” [sin] 



[Proverbs 8:13]) before your face, so that 


you sin not

· Proverbs 3:7: You must fear the Lord and depart from evil 
 

(sin)

· Psalm 97:10: You must love the Lord and hate evil (sin), so 

that you do not do evil (sin)
· Hebrews 1:9: You must, like Christ, love righteousness and 
           hate iniquity (sin), so that you do not do 


iniquity (sin)

· Psalm 119:11: You must hide God’s Word in your heart, 


that you might not sin against Him 



(Matthew 4:3-11, 2 Corinthians 10:5-6, 


Matthew 12:34)

· 1 Corinthians 15:34: You must awake (“rouse yourself 


          from moral stupor”, in Greek) to 


          righteousness and sin not, “for some 


          have not the knowledge of God: I 


          speak this to your shame” (in context, 


          the knowledge of God that some are 


          shamefully ignorant of, is the 



          necessity of one awaking to 



          righteousness, not sinning, beginning 


          and continuing in sin-free faith and 


          obedience to Christ and His Word, in 


          order to be a Biblical Christian)
· 1 Peter 4:1: You must suffer in the flesh (submit yourself to 
       God by obeying His Word, resist the devil and 

        his temptations to sin by casting down his 

       suggestions to sin with God’s Word, and he 

       will flee [James 4:7]) and cease from sin

· John 8:11: You must “go and sin no more”

· John 5:14: You must “sin no more” so that a worse thing  
  
      (being cast into the lake of fire for eternity 

      [Exodus 32:33, Revelation 20:15]) does not 

       come upon you

· Matthew 5:44-48: The Lord Jesus Christ commands you to 


      be perfect (“telios”, in Greek, meaning, 


      “to be complete” [in labor, growth, 


      mentality, moral character], 



      “completeness”)  as the Father 



      in Heaven is perfect, (by, in context, 


      choosing to obey Him and “love your 


       enemies, bless them that curse you, do 


       good to them that hate you, and pray for 

       them which despitefully use you, and 


       persecute you”)
· Philippians 3:15: Paul said that he and others were perfect, 


    were minded to forget the past, reach for 


    the future, press for the high calling of 


    God in Christ Jesus; if anyone had any 


    other mental state, (in context, besides 


    being perfect, and pressing for Christ), 


    God would reveal it (because it was 


    wrong)
· 2 Corinthians 13:11: The Holy Ghost commands professing 

         Christians (”brethren”) to “be perfect” 


         so that “the God of love and peace 


         shall be with them (in context, if 


         professed “Christians” choose to not 


         be perfect, “the God of love and 


         peace” , Who has chosen to be Perfect, 

         shall not be with them)

· Genesis 17:1-2: God commanded Abram “walk before Me, 


  and be thou perfect”, and promised that if 


  Abram would obey, then God would make 


a covenant between Himself and Abraham, 


and multiply Abram exceedingly (in context, 

there only exists a covenant between God 


and man [now, in the New Testament times, 


through the Lord Jesus Christ] when man 


chooses to obey God’s Command to “be 


perfect” [Matthew 5:48, 2 Corinthians 


13:11, Philippians 3:15]; if man chooses to 


“not be perfect”, there cannot exist a 



covenant or agreement between God Who 


chooses to “be perfect” and a man who 


chooses “not to be perfect”)
· Genesis 6:9: “Noah was just and perfect in his generations, 
  
          and Noah walked with God”

· Deuteronomy 18:13: God commanded the Israelites “Thou 


          shalt be perfect with the Lord thy 


          God”
· 2 Samuel 22:33: David said “God is my strength and 


   power: and He maketh my way perfect”

· 1 Kings 8:60-61: Solomon exhorted the Israelites “Let your 

    heart therefore be perfect with the LORD 


    our God, to walk in His Statutes, and to 


    keep His Commandments, as at this day”, 


    “that all the people of the earth may know 

    that the Lord is God, and that there is 


    none else”
· 1 Kings 11:1-2, 4: Solomon’s heart “was not perfect with 


      the LORD his God” because he 



      disobeyed the LORD by loving and 


      marrying sinful, non-Israelite (i.e. 


      “unsaved, non-Biblical Christians”, 


      sinners, heathens) women, who “turned 


      away his heart after other gods”
· 1 Kings 15:1-3: Abijam’s “heart was not perfect with the 


  LORD his God, as the heart of David”, for 


  “he walked in all the sins of his father, 


  which he had done before him”
· 1 Kings 15:14: “Asa’s heart was perfect with the LORD all 


 his days”
· 2 Chronicles 16:9: “The Eyes of the LORD run to and fro 


       throughout the whole earth, to show 


   Himself strong in the behalf of them 


   whose heart is perfect toward Him”
· 2 Chronicles 25:2: Amaziah “did that which was right in 


       the sight of the LORD, but not with a 


       perfect heart”

· Job 1:1: Job “was perfect and upright, and one that feared 

 God, and eschewed (hated) evil”

· Job 1:8: The LORD said that Job was “perfect” 
· Job 2:3: The LORD said that Job was “perfect”

· Matthew 19:16-21: Jesus equated “entering into (eternal”) 


       life” with “being perfect”, commanded 


       the “eternal life seeking” man “keep 


       the Commandments”, “go”, “sell what

       and follow Me”
· Luke 6:40: Jesus said that the disciple is not above his 
 
      Master, every disciple that is perfect shall be as 

      his 
Master (By Jesus saying “It is enough for 
   
      the disciple that he be as his Master” [Matthew 

     10:24-25], and “every disciple that is perfect 

      shall be as his Master” [Luke 6:40], Jesus was 
   
      saying “It is enough for every disciple to be 

      perfect, as His Master [Jesus] is Perfect” 
· John 17:22-23: Jesus prayed to the Father that His 



followers would be “one, even as We are 


One”, and that His followers would “be 


made perfect in one”, Jesus in them, and the 


Father in Jesus, so that the world would 


know that the Father sent Jesus, and that the 


Father loved Jesus’ followers as the Father 


loved Jesus
· Ephesians 4:7-13: Christ’s Ultimate purpose in giving 


     “gifts unto men” (in context, the “four-


     fold ministry”: true and Biblical apostles, 

     prophets, evangelists, pastors and 



     teachers) was (1) for the perfecting of the 

     saints (2) for the work of the ministry 


     [“the ministry of reconciliation”: 2 


     Corinthians 5:17-19] (3) for the edifying 


     of the Body of Christ (4) till we all come 


     in the unity of the faith (5) till we all 


     come in the unity of the knowledge of the 

     Son of God (6) till we all come in the 


     unity of a perfect man, unto the measure 


     of the stature of the fullness of Christ: to 


     summarize, Christ called, gave, sent, 


     those who are Biblical sin-free Christian 


     apostles, prophets, evangelists, pastors 


     and teachers, to the Body of Christ, in 


    order to perfect the individual Biblical 


     sin-free members of the Body of Christ, 


     so that the corporate Body of Christ 


     would be perfect as its Head, Christ, is 


     Perfect
· Colossians 1:28-29: The Lord Jesus Christ worked mightily 

         in Paul the apostle’s preaching, 


         warning every man, and teaching 


         every man in all wisdom, so that Paul 


         could present every man perfect in 


         Christ Jesus
· Colossians 4:11-13: Epaphras, Paul’s fellowworker, and a 


         servant of Christ, had a great zeal for 


         the Colossian saints, “always labouring 

         fervently for [them] in prayers, that 


         [they would] stand perfect and 



         complete in all the Will of God”
· 2 Timothy 3:16-17: God inspired the Scriptures, made them 

        “profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for 

         correction, for instruction in 



         righteousness” for the ultimate purpose 

         “that the man of God may be perfect, 


         thoroughly furnished unto all good 


         works”
· James 1:4: Biblical Christians are commanded to “be 

      perfect and entire, wanting nothing” by: (1) 

      counting it all joy when they are tested (2) 

      knowing that the testing of their faith in the 
 
      Lord Jesus Christ worketh (“works fully, 
  
      accomplishes, finishes, fashions”, in Greek) 

      patience (3) allowing patience to have its perfect 
      (“telios”, in Greek, meaning, “complete” [in 
 
      labor, mentality, growth, moral character], 
  
      “completedness”) work (“ergon”, in Greek, 
   
      meaning “toil, [by effort or occupation], act”)
· James 3:2: “A perfect man” “offends not in word” (besides 
  
        when in preaching the Word of God, to those 
  
         in sin; Scripture says that Christ is a “Stone of 

        stumbling and a Rock of offense, even to them 
  
        which stumble at the Word, being disobedient” 
        [1 Peter 2:8, Romans 9:33] and that “the 
 
        offense [“snare, cause of displeasure”, in 
 
        Greek] of the cross”, when preached, angers 
 
        sinners to persecute preachers [Galatians 
  
        5:11]) “able also to bridle the whole body”
· 1 Peter 5:8-10: “The God of all grace” will “make you 


perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you”, 


“after that ye have suffered a while”, been 


“sober”, “vigilant”, and resisted the devil 


“stedfast in the faith”, “knowing that the 


same afflictions are accomplished in your 


brethren that are in the world”
· 1 John 4:16-17: Biblical Christians’ love is “made perfect” 


  so “that we may have boldness on the day 


  of judgment” by Biblical Christians 
 

  choosing to live in Biblical love, in this 


  world, as Christ lives in Biblical love
· Colossians 3:14: “Charity” (“love”, “benevolence”) “is the” 

   “bond of perfectness”

3. You must be baptized in water, and with the Holy Ghost (Matthew 28:18-20, Acts 2:37-40, Romans 6:4, Mark 16:15-16, Matthew 3:11, Mark 1:8, Acts 1:2, 4-5, 8, 2:1-5, 10:44-48, 19:1-7)
· Hebrews 6:1-2: Therefore leaving the principles of the 


  Doctrine of Christ, let us go unto 



  perfection; not laying again the foundation 


  of repentance from dead works, and of 


  faith toward God, of the doctrine of 



  baptisms, and of laying on of hands, and of 

  resurrection of the dead, and of eternal 


  judgment” (in context, the principle of the 


  “Doctrine of Baptisms”, found in the 


  “Doctrine [“teaching” or “instruction”] of 


  Christ, being plural [plural or more than 


  one “baptisms” instead of singular or only 


  one “baptism”] refers to the two baptisms 


  referred to in Scripture: [1] Baptism into 


  Christ’s Death [via complete immersion in 


  water: Romans 6:3-4,  Colossians 2:11-12], 

  [2] Baptism with the Holy Ghost [Mark 


  1:8, John 1:32-34, Acts 1:5]
· Matthew 28:18-20: After His Resurrection, Jesus 



        commanded His followers, Biblical 


      Christians, to go, teach all nations to 


      obey what He commanded Christians, 


      and baptize them in the Name of the 


      Father, Son, and Holy Ghost
· Mark 16:15-20: After His Resurrection, Jesus commanded 


  His followers, Biblical Christians, “go ye 


  into all the world, and preach the Gospel to 

  every creature, He that believeth and is 

  
  baptized shall be saved; but he that 



  believeth not shall be damned. And these 


  signs shall follow them that believe; In My 


  Name shall they cast out devils; they shall 


  speak with new tongues; they shall take up 


  serpents; and if they drink any deadly 


  thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay 


  hands on the sick, and they shall recover”

· Acts 2:37-39: On the Day of Pentecost, 3000 men were 


pricked in their heart by the Holy Ghost 


preaching through Peter, “and said unto 


Peter and to the rest of the apostles, Men and 

brethren, what shall we do? Then Peter said 


unto them, Repent, and be baptized every 

 
one of you in the Name of Jesus Christ for 


the remission of sins, and ye shall receive 


the gift of the Holy Ghost. For the Promise 


(Acts 1:4-5) is unto you, and to your 



children, and to all that are afar off, even as 


many as the Lord our God shall call”
· Acts 2:40-41: “And with many other words did he testify 


and exhort, saying, Save yourselves from 


this untoward generation. Then they that 


gladly received his word were baptized: and 


the same day there were added unto them 


about three thousand souls”
· Acts 8:35-38: Then Philip opened his mouth, and began at 


the same Scripture, and preached unto him 


Jesus. And as they went on their way, they 


came unto a certain water: and the eunuch 


said, See here is water; what doth hinder me 


to be baptized? And Philip said, If thou 


believest with all thine heart, thou mayest. 


And he answered and said, I believe that 


Jesus Christ is the Son of God. And he 


commanded the chariot to stand still: and 


they went down both into the water, both 


Philip and the eunuch; and he baptized him”

· Romans 6:3: “Know ye not, that so many of us as were 

          baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into 

          His Death?”

· Romans 6:4: “We are buried with Him by baptism into 


Death; that like as Christ was raised up from 

the dead by the Glory of the Father, even so 


we also should walk in newness of life”
· Colossians 2:11-12: “In Whom also ye are circumcised 



with the circumcision made without 



hands, in putting off the body of the 



sins of the flesh by the circumcision 



of Christ: buried with Him in 




baptism, wherein also ye are risen 



with Him through the faith of the 



operation of God, Who hath raised 



Him from the dead”

· Mark 1:8: John the Baptist preached, “I indeed have 

     baptized you with water: but He shall baptize 

     you with the Holy Ghost”
· Luke 24:48-49: After His Resurrection, Jesus told His 


followers, “And ye are witnesses of these 


things. And behold, I send the Promise of 

            My Father upon you: but tarry ye in the city 
 

of Jerusalem, until ye be endued with Power 
  
from on high”

· Acts 1:1-5: After His Resurrection, Jesus commanded His 

       followers to wait for the Promise of the Father, 
  
       and be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many 
  
       days hence

· Acts 1:8: After His Resurrection, Jesus commanded His 
 
    followers “But ye shall receive Power, after that 
   
    the Holy Ghost is come upon you (baptism with 
 
    the Holy Ghost [Mark 1:8, Acts 1:4-5]: and ye 
  
    shall be witnesses unto Me both in Jerusalem, 

    and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the 

    uttermost part of the earth”
· Acts 2:1-4, 14: Jesus’ followers obeyed His Commandment 

to “wait for the Promise of the Father”, the 


“Baptism with the Holy Ghost”, in order to 


“be endued with Power from on High” 


[Luke 24:48-49], “receive Power, after that 


the Holy Ghost is come upon you” [Acts 


1:8], to “be witnesses unto [Him]”; “they 


were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and 


began to speak with other tongues, as the 


Spirit gave them utterance”, and “Peter, 


standing up with the eleven, lifted up his 


voice”, preached with Holy Ghost Power, 


and 3000 were convicted, repented, 



surrendered to Christ, were baptized in 


water and with the Holy Ghost, and were 


added to the followers of Jesus
· Acts 10:44-48: While Peter yet spake these words, the Holy 

Ghost fell on all them which heard the 


Word. And they of the circumcision which 


believed were astonished, as many as came 


with Peter, because that on the Gentiles also 


was poured out the gift of the Holy Ghost. 


For they heard them speak with tongues, and 

magnify God. Then answered Peter, Can any 

man forbid water, that these should not be 


baptized, which have received the Holy 


Ghost as well as we? And he commanded 


them to be baptized in the Name of the Lord. 

Then prayed they him to tarry certain days”

· Acts 11:15-17: When the circumcision contended with 


Peter for fellowshipping with uncircumcised 

Gentiles, Peter explained that the Lord Jesus 

Christ had saved, and then given the 



uncircumcised Gentiles the same baptism 


with the Holy Ghost which He had promised 

(Acts 1:4-5), and given to His circumcised 


followers (Acts 2:1-4): “And as I began to 


speak, the Holy Ghost fell on them (Acts 


10:44-48), as on us at the beginning (Acts 


2:1-4). Then remembered I the Word of the 


Lord, how that He said, John indeed 



baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized 

with the Holy Ghost. Forasmuch then as 


God gave them the like Gift as He did unto 


us, who believed on the Lord Jesus Christ; 


what was I, that I could withstand God?”
· Acts 19:1-7: And it came to pass, that, while Apollos was 


at Corinth, Paul having passed through the 


upper coasts came to Ephesus: and finding 


certain disciples, he said unto them, Have ye 

received the Holy Ghost since ye believed? 


And they said unto him, We have not so 


much as heard whether there be any Holy 


Ghost. And he said unto them, Unto what 


then were ye baptized? And they said, Unto 


John’s baptism. Then said Paul, John verily 


baptized with the baptism of repentance, 


saying unto the people, that they should 


believe on Him Which should come after 


him, that is, on Christ Jesus. When they 


heard this, they were baptized in the Name 


of the Lord Jesus. And when Paul had laid 


his hands on them, the Holy Ghost came on 


them; and they spake with tongues, and 


prophesied. And all the men were about 


twelve”
4. You must continue living a consecrated life to Christ of  obedience, fasting, praying without ceasing, daily reading, studying, continuing in Christ’s Word, enduring until the end to be saved  (Matthew 6:16, Isaiah 58:6-14; 1 Thessalonians 5:17, Ephesians 6:18, Luke 18:1; 1 Timothy 4:13; 2 Timothy 2:15; John 8:30-36)
· Philippians 2:5, 8-9: “Let this mind be in you, which was 



also in Christ Jesus…And being 



found in fashion as a Man, He 



humbled Himself, and became 



obedient unto death, even the death 



of the cross. Wherefore God also 



hath highly exalted Him, and given 



Him a Name Which is above every 



name”
· Hebrews 5:8: “Though He were a Son, yet learned He 


obedience by the things which He suffered;
· Hebrews 5:9: “And being made perfect, He became the 


Author of eternal salvation unto all them 


that obey Him”
· Jeremiah 7:23: “But this thing commanded I them, saying, 


Obey My Voice, and I will be your God, and 

ye shall be My people: and walk ye in all the 

ways that I have commanded you, that it 


may be well with you”
· Romans 6:16-18: “Know ye not, that to whom ye yield 


      yourselves servants to obey, his servants 


      ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin 


      unto death, or of obedience unto 



      righteousness?” But God be thanked, 


      that ye were the servants of sin, but ye 


      have obeyed from the heart that form of 


      doctrine that was delivered you. Being 


      then made free from sin, ye became the 


      servants of righteousness”

· Romans 1:5: “By Whom we have received grace and 


apostleship, for obedience to the faith 


among all nations, for His Name”
· Acts 5:29: “Then Peter and the other apostles answered and 
      said, We ought to obey God rather than men”

· Acts 5:32: “And we are His witnesses of these things; and 

       so is also the Holy Ghost, Whom God hath 

    given to them that obey Him”

· 2 Thessalonians 1:8: “And to you who are troubled rest 



with us, when the Lord Jesus shall be 


revealed from Heaven with His 



mighty angels, in flaming fire taking 



vengeance on them that know not 



God, and that obey not the Gospel of 


our Lord Jesus Christ”
· 1 Peter 4:17: For the time is come that judgment must 

         begin at the House of God: and if it first begin 

         at us, what shall the end be of them that obey 

         not the Gospel of God?”
· Matthew 4:1-4: Then was Jesus led up of the Spirit into the 


wilderness to be tempted of the devil. And 


when He had fasted forty days and forty 


nights, He was afterward an hungered. And 


when the tempter came to Him, he said, If 


Thou be the Son of God, command that 


these stones be made bread. But He 



answered and said, It is written, Man shall 


not live by bread alone, but by every Word 


that proceedeth out of the Mouth of God”

· Matthew 6:16-18: “Moreover when ye fast, be not, as the 


hypocrites, of a sad countenance: for they 


disfigure their faces, that they may appear 


unto men to fast. Verily I say unto you, 


They have their reward. But thou, ,when 


thou fastest, anoint thine head, and wash thy 


face; that thou appear not unto men to fast, 


but unto Thy Father Which is in secret: and 


Thy Father, Which seeth in secret, shall 


reward thee openly”
· Joel 1:14-15: “Sanctify ye a fast, call a solemn assembly, 

      gather the elders and all the inhabitants of the 

      land into the House of the LORD your God, and 
      cry unto the Lord. Alas for the day! For the Day 
  
      of the Lord is at hand, and as a destruction from 
 
      the Almighty shall it come”
· Isaiah 58:1-14: The Lord calls His followers to fast unto 


Him, in order for others that are bound by 


sin, sickness, satan, to be set free, and He 


will bless those who fast in this way, with 


His Presence; He does not call people to fast 

for selfish reasons
· Matthew 17:21: Prayer and fasting must be done in order 


  for certain devils and unbelief to come out

· Luke 2:36-38: Anna served the Lord with fasting 



and prayers day and night, was a 



prophetess, and spoke of Christ to everyone 


that looked for redemption in Jerusalem
· 2 Corinthians 6:4-10: Fasting was one of the 38 things that 



Paul mentioned concerning that 



which approved him as a minister of 



God

· 2 Corinthians 11:23-27: As a minister of Christ, Paul was 



  “in fastings often”
· Judges 20:26: When Israel “fasted that day until even”, 


they defeated the same Benjamites that they 


could not defeat before fasting
· 1 Thessalonians 5:17: “Pray without ceasing”

· Luke 18:1: “Men ought always to pray, and not to faint”

· Acts 6:4: “But we will give ourselves continually to prayer, 
     and to the ministry of the Word”

· Ephesians 6:18: “Praying always with all prayer and 


    supplication in the Spirit, and watching 


    thereunto with all perseverance and 


     supplication for all saints”
· John 16:23: “And in that day ye shall ask Me nothing. 
 

Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whatsoever 


ye shall ask the Father in My Name, He will 


give it you”

· 1 Timothy 2:1-4: “I exhort therefore, that first of all, 


     supplications, prayers, intercessions, and 


    giving of thanks, be made for all men; for 


    kings, and for all that are in authority; that 

    we may have a quiet and peaceable life in 


    all godliness and honesty. For this is good 

    and acceptable in the Sight of God our 


    Savior; Who will have all men to be save, 


    and to come unto the knowledge of the 


    Truth” (The Holy Spirit, through Paul the 


    apostle, outlines a Biblical pattern/order 


    of prayer: (1) supplications, prayers, 


    intercessions, giving of thanks are to be 


    made for all men (2) supplications, 


    prayers, intercessions, giving of thanks 


    are to be made for kings and all that are in 

    authority; this will greatly aid us in living 


    (3)  “a quiet and peaceable life in all 


    godliness and honesty”

Putting “Count to Five: Evangelize” into Practice:
After undergoing the abovementioned Biblical preparation to preach, and completing the “Count to Five: Evangelize Biblical Evangelism Training,  prayerfully be directed by the Holy Ghost to the place that He desires you to preach, take the “Count to Five: Evangelize” card, either go to individuals that you see (if you are led to engage in person-to-person, or one-on-one evangelism), residences (if you are led to engage in door-to-door, or, house-to-house witnessing), a street corner or conducive place for publicly proclaiming the Gospel (if you are led to engage in open-air, or, public, or, street preaching), or a university free-speech area (if you are led to engage in open air, or campus, preaching). Once in your place to preach, begin engaging people, through the “Count to Five: Evangelize” Biblical Evangelism Method, as follows:

Person-to-Person Evangelism:

1. Biblically examine yourself; make sure that you are free from sin in Christ, in order for the Holy (Sin-less) Spirit to Biblically use you to convict those to whom you preach of “sin, righteousness, judgment” (John 16:7-11)

2. Fast and pray for the person/people/place that the Holy Spirit desires you to preach to

3. As the Holy Spirit leads, go to the location, approach a person.

4. Greet the person.

5. Ask 1st of “2 Questions” (If Holy Spirit leads this way, consider beginning your question with “Based on the catastrophes that have been happening lately in the world, if your life ended right now, where would you spend “forever”?”

6. Inwardly praying, listen attentively to their response; acknowledge their response with “Okay”, “Thank you”, etc.

7. Ask 2nd of “2 Questions”, listen to response; acknowledge their response with “Okay”, “Thank you”, etc.

8. Ask “3 Commandments”, listen to responses; acknowledge their response with “Okay”, “Thank you”, etc.

9. Inform them of the “4 Consequences”

10. Ask if they’d like to hear the “1 Solution” or, if they are satisfied with spending eternity in the lake fire

11. Inform them of “1 Solution”

12. Prayerfully perceive whether or not they are expressing Biblical signs of readiness (Godly sorrow for the sins they committed against the Lord [not worldly selfish sorrow, merely for the lake of fire where they will deservedly be cast]) to immediately “repent”, “forsake all”, “follow Christ”, “go and sin no more”, “be filled with the Holy Ghost”, “go into all the world and preach the Gospel to every creature”. Yield to Holy Ghost to help them go and as far with the Lord as they choose

13. Inform them of the “5 Requirements”

14. Make yourself (or another Biblical Christian more suited for the situation) available to yield to the Holy Ghost to give them any additional Biblical help, via phone, additional meeting, etc (it is Biblically wise for men to minister the Word of God to men, and women minister to women; it is also best to minister 2 by 2, meaning, with yourself and at least 1 additional Biblical believer present)

Door-to-Door Witnessing:

1. Biblically examine yourself; make sure that you are free from sin in Christ, in order for the Holy (Sin-less) Spirit to Biblically use you to convict those to whom you preach of “sin, righteousness, judgment” (John 16:7-11), and influence them to exercise Biblical “repentance toward God, faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ” (Acts 20:21), and “go and in no more” (John 8:11).
2. Fast and Pray for Holy Spirit’s Direction concerning area to preach

3. Fast and pray for the person/people/place that the Holy Spirit desires you to preach to

4. Fast and prayer-walk area

5. As the Holy Spirit leads, prayerfully approach a residence.

6. Knock solidly, but patiently, on the door; or ring the doorbell.

7. Greet the person that answers the door (if a child, ask for the parent)

8. Ask the 1st of “2 Questions” (If Holy Spirit leads this way, consider beginning your question with “Based on the catastrophes that have been happening lately, if your life ended today, where would you spend “forever”?”

9. Inwardly praying, listen attentively to their response. Respond accordingly.

10. Ask 2nd of “2 Questions”, listen to response. Respond accordingly

11. Ask “3 Commandments”, listen to responses. Respond accordingly

12. Inform them of the “4 Consequences”. If they respond, respond accordingly.

13. Ask if they’d like to hear the “1 Solution” or, if they are satisfied with spending eternity in the lake fire, for their sin

14. Inform them of “1 Solution”

15. Prayerfully perceive whether or not they are expressing Biblical signs of readiness to immediately “repent”, “forsake all”, “follow Christ”, “go and sin no more”, “be filled with the Holy Ghost”, “go into all the world and preach the Gospel to every creature”, or not. Yield to Holy Ghost to help them go and as far with the Lord as they choose

16. Inform them of the “5 Requirements”. If they respond, respond accordingly

17. Make yourself (or another Biblical Christian more suited for the situation) available to yield to the Holy Ghost to give them any additional Biblical help, via phone, additional meeting, etc (it is Biblically wise for men to minister the Word of God to men, and women minister to women; it is also best to minister 2 by 2, meaning, having at least 2 Biblical believers ministering the Gospel together)

Open Air/Public Preaching (Streets/ College Campuses/Events):

1. Biblically examine yourself; make sure that you are free from sin in Christ, in order for the Holy (Sin-less) Spirit to Biblically use you to convict those to whom you preach of “sin, righteousness, judgment” (John 16:7-11)

2. Fast and pray for the person/people/place that the Holy Spirit desires you to publicly preach to, in the open air (outside)

3. Prayer-walk the area where the Holy Spirit wills for you to preach (public park, neighborhood, street corner, college campus free speech area, public event, where listeners can stand without blocking the sidewalk or street)

4. Prayerfully locate the spot from where the Holy Spirit wills you to preach, and begin preaching, as the Holy Spirit leads (“sin, righteousness, judgment”, “Count to Five: Evangelize”, etc)

5. Preach the 1st of “2 Questions” (If Holy Spirit leads this way, consider beginning your question with “Based on the catastrophes that have been happening lately, if your life ended today, where would you spend “forever”?” Pause, let preached words sink in hearers hearts, listen to their responses. As Holy Spirit leads, answer questions, comments, objections, Biblically (1 Peter 3:15)

6. As Holy Spirit leads, Biblically explain, examine, expound upon, “1st of “2 Questions” (For example: “If your life on earth ended right now, where would you go? God says, in James 4:13, “Your life is but a vapor; here today and which vanishes away!” God says in Ezekiel 18:4, “The soul that sins shall die!” God says in Proverbs 29:1, “He, that being often reproved hardeneth his neck, shall suddenly be destroyed, and that without remedy!” God says in Hebrews 9:27 “And as it is appointed unto man once to die, but after that the judgment!” Are you ready to die and be judged for every sin that you’ve committed against a Holy, Perfect, Righteous, Sin-Hating, God, Who will throw you into the lake of fire for even one sin?!...”)

7. Preach 2nd of “2 Questions”. (Be Biblically led by the Holy Spirit, as with previous step) Pause, let preached words sink in hearers hearts, listen to their responses. As Holy Spirit leads, answer questions, comments, objections, Biblically (1 Peter 3:15)

8. As Holy Spirit leads, Biblically explain, examine, expound upon, “2nd of “2 Questions” (Be Biblically led by the Holy Spirit, as with previous step) 
9. Listen to responses, as Holy Spirit leads, answer questions, comments, objections, Biblically (1 Peter 3:15)

10. Preach “3 Commandments”. (Be Biblically led by the Holy Spirit, as with previous step) Pause, let preached words sink in hearers hearts, listen to their responses. As Holy Spirit leads, answer questions, comments, objections, Biblically (1 Peter 3:15)

11. As Holy Spirit leads, Biblically explain, examine, expound upon, “3 Commandments” (Be Biblically led by the Holy Spirit, as with previous step) 
12. Listen to responses, as Holy Spirit leads, answer questions, comments, objections, Biblically (1 Peter 3:15)

13. Preach “4 Consequences”. (Be Biblically led by the Holy Spirit, as with previous step) Pause, let preached words sink in hearers hearts, listen to their responses. As Holy Spirit leads, answer questions, comments, objections, Biblically (1 Peter 3:15)

14. As Holy Spirit leads, Biblically explain, examine, expound upon, “4 Consequences” (Be Biblically led by the Holy Spirit, as with previous step) 
15. Listen to responses, as Holy Spirit leads, answer questions, comments, objections, Biblically (1 Peter 3:15)

16. Preach “1 Solution”. (Be Biblically led by the Holy Spirit, as with previous step)  Pause, let preached words sink in hearers hearts, listen to their responses. As Holy Spirit leads, answer questions, comments, objections, Biblically (1 Peter 3:15)

17. As Holy Spirit leads, Biblically explain, examine, expound upon, “1 Solution” (Be Biblically led by the Holy Spirit, as with previous step)

18. Listen to responses, as Holy Spirit leads, answer questions, comments, objections, Biblically (1 Peter 3:15)

19. Prayerfully perceive whether or not they are expressing Biblical signs of readiness to immediately “repent”, “forsake all”, “follow Christ”, “go and sin no more”, “be filled with the Holy Ghost”, “go into all the world and preach the Gospel to every creature”. Yield to Holy Ghost to help them go as far with the Lord as they choose

20. Preach “5 Requirements”. (Be Biblically led by the Holy Spirit, as with previous step) Pause, let preached words sink in hearers hearts, listen to their responses. As Holy Spirit leads, answer questions, comments, objections, Biblically (1 Peter 3:15)

21. As Holy Spirit leads, Biblically explain, examine, expound upon, “5 Requirements” (Be Biblically led by the Holy Spirit, as with previous step) 
22. Listen to responses, as Holy Spirit leads, answer questions, comments, objections, Biblically (1 Peter 3:15)

23. Make yourself (or another Biblical Christian more suited for the situation) available to yield to the Holy Ghost to give them any additional Biblical help, via phone, additional meeting, etc (it is Biblically wise for men to minister the Word of God to men, and women minister to women; it is also best to minister 2 by 2, meaning, with at least 2 Biblical believers present)
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
