“The identification of places of particular power points to yet another important aspect of Indian religious tradition: these places are experienced as powerful because they are experienced as alive. Not only are they sentient; they are intelligent manifestations of what Native Americans call the Sacred Mystery or Sacred Power. The Sacred Mystery, sometimes simplistically and badly translated as “the Great Spirit” is typically experienced first of all as a great unknown.” (Encyclopedia of Native American Religions, p.3)

“Paul then stood up in the meeting… and said…I see that in every way you are very religious. For as I walked around and looked carefully at your objects of worship, I even found an altar with this inscription: TO AN UNKNOWN GOD. Now what you worship as something unknown I am going to proclaim to you. The God Who made the world and everything in it is the Lord of heaven and earth and does not live in temples built by hands. And He is not served by human hands, as if he needed anything, because He Himself gives all men life and breath and everything else. From one man He made every nation of men, that they should inhabit the whole earth; and He determined the times set for them and the exact places where they should live. God did this so that men would seek Him and perhaps reach out for Him and find Him, though He is not far from each one of us. For in Him we live and move and have our being. As some of your poets have said, ‘We are his offspring’. Therefore since we are God’s offspring, we should not think that the Divine Being is like gold or silver or stone –an image made by man’s design and skill. In the past God overlooked such ignorance, but now He commands all people everywhere to repent. For He has set a day when He will judge the world with justice by the Man he has appointed. He has given proof of this to all men by raising Him from the dead.” (Acts 17:22-31).  

“I have become its servant by the commission God gave me to present to you the Word of God in its fullness – the mystery that has been kept hidden for ages and generations, but now is disclosed to the saints. To them God has chosen to make known…the glorious riches of this mystery, which is Christ in you, the hope of glory” (Colossians 1:25-27)

The “great unknown”, otherwise referred to by Native Americans as “the Sacred Mystery”, by Aristotle and the Greeks as “the Prime-Mover”, by monists as “impersonal oneness”, by metaphysics as “The First Cause”, by  other religions as the “Divine Being”, “Creator”, or an equivalent Name, and by atheists as “The Big Bang”, is “the God of the Bible, “the God Who made the world and everything in it,” the “Lord of heaven and earth”, the Father of the Lord Jesus Christ.

Why haven’t all people known this “Sacred Mystery”, this “Unknown God”?

“The wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against all the godlessness and wickedness of men who suppress the Truth by their wickedness, since what may be known about God is plain to them, because God has made it plain to them. For since the creation of the world God’s Invisible Qualities –His Eternal Power and Divine Nature- have been clearly seen, being understood from what has been made, so that men are without excuse. For although they knew God, they neither glorified Him as God nor gave thanks to Him, but their thinking became futile and their foolish hearts were darkened. Although they claimed to be wise, they became fools and exchanged the glory of the Immortal God for images made to look like mortal man and birds and reptiles. Therefore God gave them over in the sinful desires of their hearts to sexual impurity for the degrading of their bodies with one another. They exchanged the Truth of God for a lie, and worshipped and served created things rather than the Creator –Who is forever praised. Amen” (Romans 1:18-25)

The majority of people who have lived on earth have not known the God of the Bible and His Son, the Lord Jesus Christ, personally, because they have chosen to break the Moral Law which He placed in their consciences to direct them to Him, and, instead, have pursued a self-centered life of breaking God’s Law which lured them away from Him. By choosing to prioritize things before God, misuse God’s Name, neglect daily devotion to God, disobey parental authority, dislike others, desire others’ spouses and possessions, steal, lie, all people have sinned and separated themselves from God, both temporally, while they live on earth, and eternally, after they die, are judged guilty of sin by the Lord Jesus Christ, and are cast into the Lake of Fire. 

Though all people, through their choice to sin, have rejected the Unknown God, God, desiring to make Himself known to, and have a personal, loving relationship with, all people, sent His Son, the Lord Jesus Christ from heaven to earth to give His Sinless Life as the only Acceptable Sacrifice for the sins of mankind by dying on the cross, and being raised from the dead.

Christ is the Sacred Mystery. Christ is the Unknown God. Christ is the Only Way, the only Truth, the only Life, no man comes to the Father in Heaven but by Him (John 14:6) Turn from all of your sins. Turn from all other religions. Ask Him to be your Savior now, or He will be your Judge Who will cast you into the Lake of Fire, later.
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
